K- 12 STUDENT MASK MEDICAL LIMITATION/EXEMPTION 

 
All students who are medically, cognitively and emotionally able must wear face coverings to ride on a district 
bus/vehicle, while attending school on site and when participating in before and after school programs and activities. 
 
Students are allowed exemptions when they are medically, cognitively or emotionally unable to wear a face covering, 
as determined by a Licensed Health Care Provider (MD, DO, PA, ARNP, licensed psychologist).  All alternatives to a 
face covering, including the use of a face shield, should be exhausted before an individual is excepted from the Order.  
 
Students with IEP’s should speak with their building principal to coordinate if any existing disability included in 
current IEP may qualify the student already.
